| also understand that if 1 do not attend these camps, | may not be able to march in the
competitions, may be treated as an alternate in the marching band, or may be placed on a
non-native instrument to fill a hole in the drill.

| understand that the drill for the show is written based on the number of letters received
by the band, and that if I back out of this activity | will cause more work for the rest of
the group and I could also render myself ineligible for any other fall sport.

Costs for Marching Band are $500 and includes all costs for the season. (These are fully
explained in the LHS Band Handbook). Students are expected to fundraise, as these fees
do not fully cover the individual expenses.

A check for $100 made out to LBPA (Lakeside Band Parents Association) will need to
accompany this letter as a first payment. This is due by May 1%, to ensure a spot on the
field.
